Alkaline batteries are
composed of primarily of common metals and do not pose a health or environmental risk during
normal use or disposal. It is important not to dispose of large amounts of alkaline batteries in a
group. Grouping of used batteries together can bring “live” batteries into contact with one another,
creating safety risks. Throwing away one or two batteries as they are exhausted is perfectly
acceptable.
